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There are different types of natural disasters in Japan.

Let’s make a helpful poster in English about safety during
natural disasters.

Later, the students are doing group work:

Hajin , is your family prepared for natural disasters?
Well, we have emergency bags.

We have them, too.

That’s good.

Also you must check the location of the evacuation shelters in
advance.

I didn’t know that.

When we can’t stay home, we can stay at schools or community
centers.

We mustn’t forget to include information about shelters.
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The students are making a poster:
BE PREPARED FOR Natural disasters

Japan has many types of natural disasters: earthquakes, tsunamis,
typhoons, and heavy rain.

When a disaster hits, we have to protect ourselves.
When an earthquake occurs:

(What do we need to prepare?)

You have to protect your head first.

These actions can save lives.

Drop Cover Hold On

When typhoons, heavy rain, or tsunamis occur:
In some cases, you don’t have to evacuate.
Sometimes, you have to stay home.

It depends on your situation and location.
Keep checking for information.

Evacuate early if necessary.
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Tina, Nick, and Ms.Rios are checking the emergency bag:

Here’s a pamphlet about preparing for natural disasters.
It has a checklist of things for the emergency bag.
Good. Let’s check the contents of the bag again.

It’s important to prepare well for emergencies.

Let’s see. We have a flashlight, a radio, a map, canned
food, some water, and ......

Good. We have everything.
Oh, and don’t forget cat food for Felix.
And....... cookies?

OK, but I don’t think you have to bring them all.
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
